Have YOU seen the
2019 ISNCSCI Revision?
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1. A"*" can now be used to score non-SCI impairments
for both motor and sensory exams. The 5* will no
longer be used; instead, you could use 0%, 1%, 2*, 3%, 4%,
NT* (for motor) or 0%, 1*, NT* (for sensory).
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2. The ZPP can now be reported for complete or
incomplete injuries. Motor ZPPs should be documented
when VAC is absent; sensory ZPPs should be
documented on a given side if S4-5 sensation is absent
(as long as no DAP).
